Groundwork and PACT centre for emerging artists invite applications from emerging artists for inclusion in the Tiny Stadiums Live Art Weekend. The Live Art Weekend will be presented on June 2-3, 2012, in Erskineville village and surrounds. 

Please note that a set artist fee will be allocated to each successful artist/collective, with the amount to be determined after the submission process, subject to final funding notification.

Application deadline: Monday 13th Feb, 5pm. Late applications will not be considered.

Curatorial Criteria
Groundwork are seeking applications for bold, immersive and site-specific works by emerging artists that respond to the concepts centre and margins. Artists working across the disciplines of performance, dance, new media, sound and visual arts are encouraged to apply.

Experimental, interdisciplinary and community engaged works will be prioritised, as will projects that critically consider their location or context and shift how the community access public space. Artists living outside of Sydney as well as local artists are encouraged to apply.

Some questions that you may wish to engage with in your application are:
· Does the work consider or respond to the histories and geographies of the local area?
· How does the artist want to involve the local community?
· Does the work take risks artistically?
· Is it achievable logistically?

More information about Tiny Stadiums
Groundwork are newly appointed curators of Tiny Stadiums 2012 and 2013 produced by PACT centre for emerging artists. Groundwork are Christopher Hodge, Amelia Wallin and Maria White. In addition to the Live Art Weekend, Tiny Stadiums will include a performance season at PACT and a series of public dialogue events that will be hosted in the lead up to the festival. 

Artists selected for inclusion in the Live Art Weekend will need to be generally self sufficient in developing, producing and installing their work.  Works in public outdoor spaces require compliance approval from City of Sydney. PACT and Groundwork will work in consultation with each artist to ensure the artwork is compliant. A production manager is employed for the festival to supervise installation of the Live Art Weekend and other components of Tiny Stadiums Festival and will be in contact with the artist in the month leading up to the event about installation details and more. Limited production crew will be employed and where possible, volunteers will be sourced to assist with installation and strike of the Live Art Weekend.  PACT will assist to provide access to power and power leads; may be able to assist for amplified sound and audio visual equipment; may be able to provide some equipment items such as computer monitors, DVD players and power leads. PACT and Groundwork will coordinate and produce signage for the Live Art Weekend and a marketing campaign. The PACT venue may be available for shared time 21st and 26th May as a rehearsal venue or some construction. For successful interstate artists, accommodation and travel will be the responsibility of the artist, however PACT and Groundwork will call for local billeting.

Your Proposal
Applicants are encouraged to target specific locations such as local businesses, street corners and parks. Applicants may wish to engage directly with one of the businesses on the main road of Erskineville, which include cafes, pubs, a fruit shop, a grocery shop, a video store, a vet, a delicatessen, a florist, and a post office. Please note that sites are yet to be been confirmed and will need to be negotiated with business owners and the local council. Local applicants are encouraged to visit Erskineville village, for interstate artists please see photographs from previous Tiny Stadiums (available for download), or Google Street View. 

Your proposal must contain:
1. The completed application form, attached as cover sheet for your proposal
2. 500 word description of your work that
· describes the audience’s experience of the work
· tells us what will actually happen
· is explicit about the duration of the work
· if possible, references the ideal site for your work
3. An explanation of the materials and equipment that you are sourcing in order to produce the work (100 words max).
4. 200 word (max) timeline detailing how you will develop this work.
5.   Short bios (1-2 paragraph) for each person involved in the project.
 6.   Support material in the preferred file formats up to 1-3 digital images (.jpg files or single .pdf); 5 minutes of video footage (.avi, .mov, .mp4 or online link); 5 minutes of audio content (.mp3 or online link)
